2011 -2015" (ASBP-3).

The session participants agreed that the most
important task now is to reduce the devastating
impact of the Aral crisis on the environment and
Ivelinoods of millions of people Iving now iIn the
Aral Sea Region, including through the
implementation of the deeply thought-out and
targeted projects backed up by the appropriate
sources of funding.

Al the same time during the session it was
noted that IFAS is a good platform to address a
number of water management, environmental
and socio-economic issues in the Aral Sea Basin.
In this regard, the session participants underlined
the importance of implementing the programs
and projects under the ASBP-3 with the attraction
ofthe international community.

Representatives of international organizations
and donors made their presentations dunng the
session and expressed their commitment to
support the activities of the EC IFAS in the
implementation of the ASBP-3.

EC IFAS has once again attracted the attention
of the international community to the need for
practical measures in order to implement
programs and projects in the Aral Sea Basin and
the Aral Sea Region,

According to the results of the event the Final
Document of the special session was adopted,
where the session parficipants called for the
consolidation of efforts of the international
community to eliminate the negative
consequences of the Aral Sea desiccation, and
stressed the need to intensify cooperation with
IFAS for the implementation of programs and
projects inthe Aral Sea Basin.

FINAL DOCUMENT

The Executive Committee of the International
Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) in
collaboration with the network of the Global Water
Partnership in Central Asia and Caucasus (GWP
CACENA) organized a special issug session
"Development of Cooperation in the Aral Sea
Basin to Mitigate Conseguences of the
Environmental Catastrophe” in the framework of
the 7th World Water Forum on 14th of April 2015
in Gyeongju, the Republic of Korea.

Within the special issues session, participants:

- Agreed that current challenges observed
globally, including climate change,
unprecedented increase in the demand for water,
increasing water scarcity, reduction and pollution
of fresh water, increased frequency of water-
related disasters, intensive glacier melting,
degradation of water ecosystems, desertification,
environmental degradation, disruption of the
ecological balance are characteristic of the
Central Asian Region and create significant
problems related to its sustainable development;

-  Recognized that as a result of the Aral Sea
desiccation in the countries of the basin,
especially in the Aral Sea Region, a complex of
complicated environmental, socio-economic and
demographic problems emerged that are global
by origin and level of consequences;

-  Stressed that the International Fund for
Saving the Aral Sea, established in 1993 by five
Central Asian slates, is the only regional body
supported at the highest political level, which
provides an unique platform for regional and
international cooperation to address the
problems of the Aral Sea Basin;

- Noted the urgency of implementing the
Third Aral Sea Basin Program [(ASBP-3)
appraved by the Governments of the Member
States of IFAS and aimed at ensuring a more
effective and integrated management of water
resources, improving the environmental situation
and socio-economic conditions, as well as
strengthening cooperation in Central Asia;

- Recognized that situation in the Aral Sea
basin in the field of water management,
environmental and socio-economic conditions
remains difficult despite the efforts of the Central
Asian countries to address the problems of the
Aral crisis and mitigate the consequences of the
Aral Sea desiccation;

involvement of the executive bodies of IFAS for
more effective implementation of ASBP-3
regional projects

3. Solution of the Aral Sea problems -
given the enormity of the Aral Sea crisis and the
problems to be solved, it i1s necessary to
consolidate the efforts of the international
community to eliminate the negative
consequences of the Aral Sea desiccation and
reduce its damaging effects on the environment
and livelinoods of millions of people living in the
area of environmental disaster. In this case,
important tasks are to create conditions for
reproduction and preservation of the gene pool
and public health, development of social
infrastructure, raising the quality and the living
standard of people, preservation and restoration
of biodiversity of flora and fauna.

4. Enhancing international cooperation —
to develop mechanisms for effective interaction
and cooperation of the Execulive Commiltes of
IFAS, the executive bodies of the Interstate
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Commission for Water Coordination and the
Interstate Commission on Sustainable
Development with international organizations
and financial institutions, as well as the donor
community in order to attract their attention and
efforts to address the problems of the Aral Sea
Basin; to cooperate actively with the UN
agencies, considering the UN General Assembly
Resolution 63/133 dated December 11, 2008 on
granting the observer status in the General
Assembly tothe IFAS,

Given the relevance of the above areas the
special session participants call on international
organizations and financial institutions, as weall as
donor community to support IFAS and Central
Asian countries in the implementation of
programs and projects in the Aral Sea Basin and
the Aral Sea area.

In conclusion, the session participants
expressed their gratitude to the Government of
the Republic of Korea and the Forum Organizing
Committee for the support and creation of
conditions for the preparation and conducting of
the session under the Regional Process of the 7th
World Water Forum.

Prof. Victor Dukhovny, Director of the
Scientific-Information Center of the Interstate
Coordination Water Commission (SIC ICWC) of
IFAS, outlined the main directions of future
problems of the Aral Sea Basin, which were
made on the basis of model forecasts. Taking
into account the expected decrease in water
availability forecasts for the Aral Sea Basin, he
stressead that the priority of regional cooperation
and donor attention in the framework of [FAS
should be to improve the management of water
resources and reduction of water shortage. In
his speech, he informed about the necessary
directions of development of the region’s walter
strategy in accordance with the ASBP-3. In this
context, he spoke of the need to pay more
attention to the problem of the deltas and the
Aral Sea.

Mr. Nariman Kipshakbaev, the
Representative of the GWP from the Republic of
Kazakhstan, noted the importance of IFAS and,
in particular, ICWC, in the field of joint salving
the issues on management, rational use and
protection of transboundary water resources in
the Aral Sea Basin. Noting a large scale of the
environmental disaster related to the drying up
the Aral Sea, he stressed the need and
importance of joint efforts to address this
problem.

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Speaking on behalf of the donor community
Mr. Thierry Umbehr, the Representative of the
Swiss Cooperation Office in Uzbekistan (SCQ),
reported that donors will continue to assistthe EC
IFAS in the performance of its activities, as well as
in the implementation of programs and projects
aimed at improving the situation in the region of
the Aral Sea Basin. At the same time he also
stressed that IFAS, which was established 22
years ago, should continue to play an important
role in coordinating international efforts in the Aral
SeaBasin.

In his speech, Mr. Humbert noted that
Switzerland is one of the oldest partners of the
Central Asian states and has more than 15 years
of experience in several secltors of the economy,
but water resources management has been and
remains a key element of cooperation in the
region. He also noted that over the past four
years, in bilateral and multilateral cooperation
Switzerland has invested approximately 200
million USD in implementation of a number of
projects in Cenftral Asian countries, both at
regional and national levels.

In his speech Dr. Iskandar Abdullaey, the
Executive Director of the Regional Environmental
Centre for Central Asia, drew attention of the
participants to the environmental problem of
Central Asia of the planetary scale - desiccation
ofthe Aral Sea.

Dr. Abdullaev informed in detail on the extent of
the negative consequences of this environmental
disaster and underlined that, unfortunately, today
it is not possible to restore the Aral Sea in full, but
the integrated measures can lead to significant
improvement in slowing down the negative
impact, and in some cases, even reverse this
process back.

In this regard, it was noted that “the most
important task for now is to reduce the baneful
effect of the Aral crisis on the envircnment and life

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Dr. Seppo Rekolainen, Director of the
Freshwater Centre of the Finnish Environment
Institute (SYKE), noted that the Finnish side
supports ongoing projects in the field of water
resources in the selected countries of Central
Asia, which are aimed at ensuring water security
and efficient use of water resources. He also
informed about the ongoing programs in such
spheres as capacity-building, improvement of
water quality, climate change and forest
managemaeant.

Stressing that the problem of the Aral Sea
desiccation requires everyone's attention, Ms.
Matalia Alexeeva, the GWP Representative,
expressed support for the activities of EC I[FAS. In
this regard, she noted that the special session will
undoubtedly make a significant contribution in
attracting the attention and efforts of international
organizations, financial institutions and donors to
implemeant specific programs and projects in the
region of the Aral Sea Basin and the area
adjacent to Aral. In addition, she informed the
participants about the activities of GWP in Central
Asia in the field of water resources management.

In his speech Mr. Vladimir Mamaev, Regional
Technical Advisor of the GEF / UNDP,
emphasized the global nature of the Aral crisis
and noted the need to consolidate efforts to
reduce the negative consequences of this
environmental catastrophe. With this in mind, he
reported about the support of the countries of
Central Asia by the UNDP and the GEF at the
national and regional levels in the implemeantation
of various projects and programs. In particular, he
drew attention to a joint project of UNESCO and
UNRCCA in the field of researching the glacier
systems in Central Asia. Mr. Mamaey said that
UMDP in further will continue to support EC IFAS
and the countries of the region in the
implementation of the projects aimed at

of millions of people living in the Aral Sea region,
as well to implement the deeply thought-out and
targeted projects backed up by the appropriate
sources of funding.”

In this connection he called the international
community to render assistance in reducing the
negative consequences of the Aral Sea
desiccation that is one of the priorities of the
"Frogram of Measures on Eliminating the
Conseqguences of the Drying up of the Aral Sea
and Averting the Catastrophe of the Ecological
aystems in the Aral Sea Region", which was
disseminated as an official document of the 68th
Saession of the UN General Assembly.

Speaking of the Aral Sea crisis, Dr. Shavkat
Khamraev, Acting Chairman of the EC IFAS,
informed participants about the activities
undertaken by the Executive Commitlee of the
Fund within the framework of the presidency of
Uzbekistan in the IFAS to overcome the
devastating consequences of the drying up the
Aral Sea, recover the Aral Sea Region, as well as
improve waler managemenlt, environmental and
socio-economic situation in the Aral Sea Basin.

Thus, he stressed that the scales of the
existing problems go beyond the financial and
technical capabilities of the Central Asian
countries that leads to the need to attract the
attention and efforts of the international
community:

However, the solving of these vital issues is
only possible by combining efforts and purposeful
Work,.

In this regard, Dr. Sh.Khamraev again urged all
representatives of the Central Asian countries,
international organizations, financial institutions
and the donor community, who attended at the
session, to jointly solve the problems of the Aral
Sea Basin.

O'Kastilio stressed that this session is a unigue
opportunity to enhance cooperation, commit-
ment and joint actions by all stakeholders and at
all levels, and also called for the intensified
cooperation to improve the environmental,
social and economic situation in the Aral Sea
Region and improve the living conditions of the
population in the region.

Mr. William Rex, Lead Water Resources
Specialist of the World Bank, praised the
activities of the EC IFAS to attract attention of
the international community to the problems of
the Aral Sea Basin and paid tribute to the IFAS
in achieving certain progress in improving the
environment and stabilizing the situation in the
Aral 5ea Region. Stressing the seriousness of
the problems existing in the Aral Sea Basin,
Mr. Rex noted the importance of close
cooperation to address them within the
framework of IFAS, where there is political will
and commitment of the founder states of the
Fund to joint action.

At the same time he stressed the
commitment of the World Bank to support
countries in the region in the impleamentation of
national and regional projects and programs
included in the ASBP-3. In this regard, he said
that at present EC IFAS and the World Bank are
closely cooperating on the early
commencemeant of two major regional projects
related to capacity building in the field of water
management and climate change adaptation.

However, it was
noted that despite projects for the recovery of
the environmental and improvement of the
socio-economic situation in the Aral Sea
Raegion, which are implamented under the
ASBP-3, the undertaken measures are
inadequate, given the scale of the disaster of
the Aral Sea. In this regard, Mr. Sheraliev urged
donor countries and international organizations
to support EC IFAS and assist countries of the
region in the implementation of the ASBP-3, as
well as in implementation of the projects and
programs aimed at reducing the negative
consequences of the Aral Sea desiccation.

Dr. Olivia la O'Castillo, Member of the UN
Secretary-General's Advisory Board on Water
and Sanitation (UNSGAB), Chair of the
Organization on Sustainable Development
Solutions for Asia & the Pacific, noted the
importance of water resources for the whole
planet and, in particular, for the region of the
Aral Sea Basin. Noting the importance of this
session in the framework of the 7th World Water
Forum, she emphasized that the tasks on
solving the problems of the Aral S5ea are very
complex. In this regard, she drew atlention to
the need for cooperation between countries
